Genitive endings for adjectives: OO (masc and neut), O/ (fem). Change
0 > e in the stem-stressed husher position: xopowero, xopowewn like
xopoLueMm, xopoluen. As in the prep, velars don't affect o.

Genitive endings for possessives are somewhat eccentric: moero (masc
and neuter), moei (fem), TBoero (m and n), TBoei (fem), Hawero, Ballero
(masc and fem), Bawen (fem). Cf. prep. MoéM, MOein, TBOEM TBOEN,
HaweM, Hawen. Note final stress in the moin, TBOI type, vs. adj. stress
always on the first vowel.
