The dative is the third entity in an utterance, the entity to
which the action is directed.

Classical uses: | gave the money to my roomate. (indirect object). | told
my roomate the truth. Then | sold my roomate a bill of goods.

Age is Russian is expressed with the dative:

MHe NATbAECAT AeT.

| am fifty.

CkoAbKko Tebe AeT? How old are you?
MHe BoceMHaAuaTtb (AeT). | am eighteen (years old).

Dative forms

Masc and neuter are identical.
Fem forms are evrywhere identical to the prepositional case forms.

Grammar: the future tense and HpaBUTbCA.

Please read 243-4 on the verb HpaBuTbCH 'please, like'.

Its syntax is: subject (thing or person that pleases) + HpaBUTbCS
(agreeing with subject) + dative (person, typically, that is pleased, or
that Jlikes an entity).

I like Russian

The word order is topic or theme + verb + rheme, often 'to me is pleasing
a thing/person’:

MHe HPaBATCA MOU CTYAEHTDI.

This verb is a stem-stressed 2" conj. verb. It mostly occurs in the third
person (thing X is pleasing to person Y), but can fully conjugate
(regularly):

fl HDABAKCb 'l am pleasing’, someone likes me (like A00GAIO, labial
> labial plus A

Tbl HpaBuWbCA  'you please’, someone likes you

OH OHAa OHO HpaBuTcA 'he she it pleases’

Mbl HPABUMCH 'we please’

Bbl HPABUTECHb 'you please’

OHU HPABATCA 'they please’
