Nouns ending in —wus1, —uii form the prepositional in -un: B @unanendun (< Ounnanendus),
EBrenun (<EBrenuit).

Nouns of fem. 3rd declension, such as aBeps, nous, [lepmb, have the ending -u:

Ha n1BepH, o nouepu, B IlepmU.
