Genitive endings for adjectives: Or0 (masc and neut), O# (fem). Change
0 > e in the stem-stressed husher position: xopouwero, xopouwe# like
XopoueMm, xopouiei. As in the prep, velars don't affect o.

So after non-hushers including velars we have:

PyCCKOro, KpacmBoro, KHM>XHOro, amepmkKaHCckKoro, rnjoxoro, uHTepecHoro
pycCKoun, KpacnmBou, KHM>XXHOU, aMepPUKaHCKOU, nioxon, MHTepecHOoun

Note that the gen. fem looks like the stressed masc. nom of nnoxon, monoaomn.
