This handout aims to help you feel comfortable with meanings and to
identify underlying basic endings. Each sentence highlights one or two
cases. Try to discover (1) what case is needed by the parenthesized




noun, and (2) what the underlying ending is for the parts of speech, and
(3) what rules will adapt or change the ending, or what irregularities
apply.

Look also at the table of declensional endings on the website for the
basic endings.
