Dative Case. The dative is the third entity in an utterance, the entity to
which the action is directed.
Classical uses: | gave the money to my roommate. (indirect object). | told

my roommate the truth. Then | sold my roommate a bill of goods. In each case
“‘my roommate” is dative case.

Age is Russian is expressed with the dative:
MHe naTbAecaT AeT. | am fifty.
CKkoAbKO Tebe AeT? How old are you?

MHe BoceMHaAuaTb (AeT). | am eighteen (years old).
MHe OeBATHaguaTtb neT. | am nineteen years old.

Dative forms
Masc and neuter are identical.

Fem forms are everywhere identical to the prepositional case forms.
Masculine names in Nom -a/-a are identical to the feminines.

(agreeing with subject) + dative (person, typically, that is pleased, or
that likes an entity).
